Wraysbury Parish Council 

 

As you will be aware an election was held in May for the Parish Council. This was 

the first such election in Wraysbury since 1987. One Councillor was elected this year 

who was also elected in 1987. Does anyone know who this is? Of the former 

Councillors Mr. Ron. Watson decided not to seek election and Dr. Rabnawaz Khan 

was unsuccessful in seeking re-election. We thank both of these former members for 

their service both to the Parish Council and the community and offer our best wishes 

for the future.

Regular users of the container library will already be aware of the changed hours of 

opening. However for those who visit less often, the library no longer opens on 

Saturdays but opening hours on Wednesdays have been extended (10 am to 1 pm and 

2 pm to 7 pm). 

 

We have undertaken a number of minor projects during the year including the 

provision of a new roundabout in the village green play area, the erection of fencing 

on the Memorial Ground to deter access by vehicles and horse drawn carts, the 

provision of additional litter and dog waste bins and new warning road signs outside 

the Village Hall. 

 

 



Councillors and other members of the local community attended a Planning 

Workshop on 27
th
 June to talk about planning the future of local parishes. In line with 

the governmentôs localism agenda, the Royal Borough is proposing a new system of 

plan-making that gives local people a real voice in deciding the look and feel of 

development in their area. The aim of the workshop was to begin the process of 

producing a Borough Local Plan and also the production of a joint Neighbourhood 

Plan for Datchet, Horton, Old Windsor and Wraysbury parishes. The next step will be 

the formation of a Neighbourhood Steering Group to take the project forward. 

 

We have been provided with a short list of services that might readily be devolved 

from the Royal Borough to parishes. These include the management of overhanging 

vegetation, street cleaning, enforcement relating to dog fouling, maintenance of grass 

verges and clearance of public footpaths. The Parish Council consider that this could 

provide an ideal opportunity for parishes to have more control over services as they 

are óon the spotô and thus able to see what needs to be carried out. However at this 

time more information on the current level of service is required and the Parish 

Council must also be certain that adequate funding is available. 

 

Our thanks go to Councillor Philip Jackson and his sub-committee who have put in 

hard work in the preparation of two very detailed and comprehensive documents both 

of which are currently under consideration by the Council. One relates to the 

Wraysbury Lakes where one particular concern was that the standard of 

administration of the lakes was slipping and access points for the public were slowing 

being eroded.    

 

The other is on Highways and is intended to be an update of the Transport Strategy 

produced in 2007. It is the long term aspiration of Wraysbury Parish Council to 

establish safe pedestrian and cycling routes south along Staines Road to Hythe End 

(on onwards to Staines and Egham) and north along Welley Road and Coppermill 

Road to Horton (on onwards to Poyle, Colnbrook, Datchet, Slough & Windsor). We 

have identified the following projects for future improvements: 

 Staines Road footpath/cycleway 

 Wraysbury Station Bridge safety improvements 

 Improvements to the pavements in Welley Road 

 The establishment of 20 mph speed limit in Hythe End 

 (with appropriate traffic calming measures)

Calls to 101 will cost 15p per call no matter what time of day or the duration of the 

call. This will offer the public a memorable number and one easy way to contact their 

local police force to report non-emergency crimes and disorder or to speak to their 

local police officers. When a member of the public calls 101, the system will 

determine the callerôs location and connect them to the police force covering that 

area. However, if the incident is recognised as an emergency, the operator or call 

handler will put them through to 999.

We have at last completed replacement of the Windsor Room floor with the 

assistance of the Parochial Charities and the replacement of the garage doors will take 

place soon. This is our last planned major expenditure for the moment but as the Hall 

ages it is inevitable that some unexpected problem will arise. 
 

Bookings remain buoyant but running costs, just like our domestic bills, are showing 

a considerable increase especially gas, electricity and rubbish collection. These items 

total nearly £17,000 p.a. so as a result we have no option but to increase charges. Of 

course, we will keep these to the absolute minimum and at a meeting in November 

gave all users an opportunity to voice their concerns and opinions. The new charges 

will apply from 1
st
 April and Mark and Jackie have all the information. 

 

As you are all aware Mark and Jackie are doing an excellent job and the Hall is 

always presented well for users. We receive many compliments on their helpfulness 

and knowledge when dealing with hirers and we thank them for all their efforts. 
 

Brian Linton, who initiated the Joe Loss concerts for charity, has agreed to share the 

profits with Hall for future concerts in return for us helping with the organisation.

 October

As usual I will recap on anything I mentioned in the summer issue: on weddings we 

head for 20 or so in 2012 and the wedding guidance notes are having a major 

influence on cutting out those factors that can spoil the great day: as always book the 

church before the venue. We have also introduced Marriage Preparation as part of the 

wedding experience in both parishes and we expect couples to attend. On Baptism 

preparation the same applies and the two session programme gives families a proper 

foundation to what they are asking us to do for their child.  I am writing this over the 

weekend when we will be holding our Festival of Light and sadly we have had an 

unprecedented level of funerals this year and we extend our sympathies to all who 

have a lost a loved one in the last year and I hope that we have managed to provide 

comfort and support to the many families who have suffered bereavement.  

One interesting feature of Western Europe is a decline in congregations caused by a 

combination of apathy and an unwillingness by many to be confident enough to 

mention the fact that they are Christians. In many ways the dreaded word 

ñcommitmentò appears to strike terror into those who hear it! Look around you and 

see how many organisations are run year after year by the few for the many and how 

hard it is to recruit new volunteers. Yes I know how complicated life is today with 

rising unemployment and a minefield of paperwork for anyone brave enough to 

volunteer for anything, and if the young are involved, the need for CRB clearance 

which is a major reason why our Quest Trekkers club is still suspended. A recent 

press release from RBWM on activities for children in the Christmas break has 

nothing located in Wraysbury or Horton, because we have no premises to run them, 

and I cannot obtain funding even if I managed to get it because there is nowhere to 

run a youth club for those who belong to nothing and feel excluded: which brings me 

to our Deanery Confirmation held at St Andrewôs on 18
th
 October: 19 candidates 

reduced to 11 as one by one candidates fell by the wayside: the take it or leave it 

approach to everything has even afflicted the spiritual! So for 2012, our confirmation 

candidates need to come forward and stay the course! 

On the Finance front we are indeed in interesting times: at the time of writing this I 

still do not know what the Parish Share increase will be for 2012. We will be running 



Stewardship Renewal Campaigns in both parishes before Christmas and these are to 

ensure that paid clergy can be placed in our parishes. You can see how essential this 

is for our two parishes with the much increased numbers of baptisms, weddings and 

sadly funerals too.  

On the fabric front much has been achieved at both churches and at St Michaelôs we 

are considering our recent five year inspection and what needs to be done in order of 

priority. At St Andrewôs much of the essential work following the 2010 five year 

inspection has been carried out and I must thank the Parochial Charity for their grant 

towards the refurbishment and installation of a disabled lavatory and the re-ordered 

gentôs lavatory in the annexe and both loos are now unisex! We continue to thank the 

Friends of St Andrewôs for all they do to keep the church building sound in wind and 

limb for the benefit of the community: and finally in this section there is no need to 

ñbookò a grave spot in either churchyard: it is not for me to make decisions that will 

affect my successors and there is room! 

In 2012 there are many anniversaries not least the Diamond Jubilee and the 800
th
 

anniversary of the first Rector of Wraysbury: by the spring we hope to have the Lych 

Gate at St Andrewôs ñmade overò and the notice board rebuilt as it is now in a state of 

needing TLC! Thanks to all involved. At St Michaelôs there are stirrings at BAA that 

suggest we might get funding for the insulation of the Christie Room: itôs only taken 

6 ½ years so far! 

On the services front, we are at St Andrewôs engaged in discussions on how best to 

replace the New Life Plus service on 1
st
 Sundays: itôs a funny old world: itôs a service 

which had two sections that did not really bolt together and as soon as we 

discontinued it, people said how much they enjoyed it: we will do all we can to make 

sure that you are  not disappointed by what comes out of the fire of discussion: a 

ñbridgeò service between New Life (no Communion)and the Parish Communion has 

proved notoriously difficult to create so please pray for our efforts in this important 

area. For those of you who love the Prayer Book, there is Prayer Book Communion 

on 1
st
 Tuesdays at 11.00am at St Michaelôs and 3

rd
 Sundays at 8.00am at St Andrewôs. 

As usual elsewhere you will find up to date information on our services and our 

Christmas and New Year events up to early February 2012. 

Some two years ago I was taken to task for preaching a ñpoliticalò sermon at the 

Midnight Mass: always engage me in discussion if you want a debate! My intention is 

always to relate the eternal truths of the Gospel to practising the Christian faith in an 

increasingly secular society, and you only have to engage with our multimedia world 

in which we live to see what I mean. Even if Government legislation does not put a 

spanner in the works, events do: so we have the changes to primogeniture so that heirs 

to the throne are placed in order of birth and not gender, and also that senior members 

of the Royal Family may marry Roman Catholics, both policies with which I agree: 

Women Bishops (once admitted as Priests they cannot be denied the Episcopate) with 

final voting on the matter in 2012 will also need to see effective provision for those 

who in conscience cannot accept it: you see the problems when you try and deal with 



the spiritual in a secular manner which brings me onto St Paulôs Cathedral where I 

have been on the pastoral team for 14 years and a wonderful ministry it is too!  The 

whole sorry business has not been handled well and as has been said many times, the 

Dean and Chapter were faced with a situation that they were not prepared for and had 

no idea how to deal with it: very truly, the secular and the spiritual were literally but 

an armôs length away from each other. It is a cause of personal sadness that spiritually 

experienced clergy (and decent men) thought they had to resign and we can but pray 

that a peaceful and mutually beneficial conclusion is reached: for make no mistake, 

the disparity between rich and poor is increasing but we also have to realise that it is 

the economic system we have that creates the wealth and goods we expect but that 

these benefits must be more equally shared: and it was succinctly put by a 

commentator the other day: we have for years bought goods we did not really need 

with money we did not really have: if nothing else may St Paulôs rise from this 

unfortunate mess with a message that begins to address why we are in the state we are 

today and how to remedy it. 

So we enter a New Year: I continue to pray for the spiritual revival of this nation after 

a turbulent year not helped by the difficult economic situation in the global economy, 

the results that has on finances and employment, and also not forgetting the riots in 

August and the continuing problems of those who lost their homes and businesses and 

are still waiting for housing and compensation. We also need to remember those who 

have been affected by crime this year and the need to ensure that the justice system 

looks after the victim more than the criminal. With all these difficulties there is much 

to celebrate in 2012, two events mentioned already and of course the Olympics where 

we are bidden to host and provide accommodation for athletesô families here to watch 

their loved ones compete and succeed.  

As always I wish to thank the ministry team for all they do and to anybody in either 

parish who exercises ministry of any sort in continuing to proclaim the faith: can I 

also remind you that we now have a Parish Secretary (Jill Wheal) who has she grows 

into the job will become the first point of contact for booking pastoral services: her 

contact number is in the Directory in the middle of this issue and I also commend the 

new St Andrewôs Website (with contact details) linked into the St Michaelôs Website, 

all of which is designed to give you the best service we can when you need us. I 

commend the House Group leaflet on the website for those who might wish to join an 

informal group rather than plunge into church! 

And so my friends, let us as the winter months set in look after our neighbours and 

those in need, develop a greater sense of community and selflessness and as we know 

that there are several years of hardship ahead turn away from the material that is but 

temporary and concentrate on the spiritual that is eternal as shown by the coming to 

earth of our Creator God in the babe of Bethlehem. We also pray for peace on earth 

throughout this troubled world.

In thinking about what to write for this issue of Wraysbury News, I am struck by how 

much we aim to be different things to different people.  Our building is a place where 

people with faith can worship and meet with God but also where people of little or no 

faith can explore the spiritual side of who they are and gain a deeper understanding of 

the meaning of their lives.  It is also a resource which we make available for anyone 

in our village to use ï whether for a group to meet on a regular basis or occasional 

meetings or for families to hold childrenôs parties (see our separate advert).       
 

But since a church is essentially the people and not the building, we aim to be far 

more than a structure or institution.  As our strapline states, we aim to 

be a caring Christian community at the heart of our village ï a group 

of people who try to live like Jesus, through loving, helping and just 

being there for people.

Yet another way to make initial contact is 

through what we call our óWelcome Servicesô which happen every 

six or so weeks on Sundays at 11.  These are especially focussed on 

welcoming new people, with refreshments beforehand, café-style 

seating around tables, and a service including discussion and sharing and getting to 

know one another. 
 

Part of what we are about is also helping people to enjoy life and 

simply have fun.  This was the aim of our Autumn Fair at which 

we managed to squeeze a Bouncy Castle and face-painting zone 

into our rear hall, as well as in the church a café with masses of the 

most yummy cakes you have ever seen (in my opinion at least!)

Welcome to Dr Iris Kwok and Dr Christine Plenagl 

 

Dr Iris Kwok joined the practice on 01 August and she will work with us over a four 

month period. Iris is an F2 doctor, which means that she is in her second foundation 

year after qualifying. Dr Christine Plenagl started at the DHC on the same date but 

will be part of the practice team for six months. Christine is an ST2 doctor; having 

completed her two foundation years, she has chosen general practice as her career and 

is in the second year of her specialist training. We welcome both Iris and Christine 

into the practice team and hope that their time with us is enjoyable and rewarding. 

 

WISH and WORTH!  

 
The Windsor Skin Health project (WISH) was run as a pilot for six months from 

January 2011. The project funded the provision of a dermascope and training for a 

lead GP in each practice within the Windsor area. Dr Mick Watts and Dr Ruth 

Ferguson are the lead-GPs at the DHC. A dermascope is a small hand-held gadget 

that contains a lens and a strong light source. The dermascope is used to examine skin 

lesions and moles to help to distinguish those which are benign from cancers, 

something that can be difficult to do with the naked eye. WISH also provided a GP-

led and Windsor-based dermatology service for people with a variety of skin 

conditions where a further opinion and advice is required. The project proved to be 

extremely successful in that it resulted in a quicker diagnosis and treatment plan for 

many patients whose reviews of the service have been very positive. It also reduced 

the number of GP referrals to hospital out-patients thereby reducing pressure on the 

Acute Trust and reducing cost. The project was extended to the Maidenhead area 

(MASH) and the PCT has been so impressed with the results that it has commissioned 

the service for the next year. 

 

The Windsor group of GPs has funded a similar pilot project for people who have 

knee problems. The project starts this autumn and will continue for a six month trial 

period. The Windsor orthopaedic project (WORTH) provides clinical assessments 

from a GP with extensive experience in knee problems and a specialist 

physiotherapist (Extended Scope Practitioner). The venue will be the Spire Clinic in 

Windsor where an orthopaedic specialist can also offer advice when required. A lead 

GP in each of the Windsor practices will offer support and guidance to colleagues in 

order to ensure that patients with knee problems are managed according to current 

guidelines and that the local services are used appropriately. Patients will benefit as 

they will receive a quicker service than at present and can be referred to the modern 

XRay and MRI facilities based at the Spire clinic when required. Like WISH, it is 

hoped that WORTH will reduce the number of GP referrals to hospital out-patients 

and thereby reduce pressure on the Acute Trust and reduce cost.

THE PLOT THAT SPLIT THE VILLAGE - 
 

AND BROUGHT BACK THE WRAYSBURY FAIR  
 

The ancient parish custom of holding an annual Fair or Wake here, was enshrined as a 

right in the Wraysbury Inclosure Act of 1799, under which a piece of waste land in 

the centre of the village was allotted specifically for this purpose. It comprised three 

separate plots numbered in the Award as 277, 278 and 279, which are now the Village 

Green, the Tennis Club, and the Village Hall Car Park/Bowling Green, respectively. 
 

From time immemorial, the annual fair played an important part in the life of villages 

throughout the country, but began losing its popular appeal during the 19
th
 century, 

and appears to have died out here in Wraysbury over a hundred years ago - until, that 

is, it was revived in 1962. How this came about forms a very interesting, and 

controversial, part of our recent history - and I believe it is a story which needs to be 

told     
 

It starts in 1958 when a local builder, Albert Silver, who lived in Park Avenue, paid 

£2,050 for the one acre piece of land - Plot 279 - got planning permission and started 

work in February 1959 to build five bungalows. The Parish Council drew his attention 

to the existence of the 1799 Act affecting the site, which said that no one could - 

ñdisturb, remove or take away any of the soilò or ñerect any building or lay down 

timber, soil, dung or other filth or annoyance whatsoeverò - other than for the 

enjoyment of the annual Fair and then only during the time of holding it, on the 

Friday of Whitsun week. Mr Silver stopped work. But there were many who 

sympathised with him - he was a small local builder, had bought the land, got 

planning permission, had obeyed the rules - and was now being caught out by this 160 

years old Act of Parliament which someone had dug up. So he called a Parish 

Meeting to enlist public support to remove the ban and allow him to continue. Held 

June 1959 in the old Village Hall, it was chaired by the Parish Council Chairman, 

John Smith, an architect. It was pointed out that there had been no Fair in living 

memory - the last recorded was in 1875 - there was no evidence that this particular 

piece of land had ever been used for one, it was no longer part of the Village Green, 

being now separated by the Tennis Club, and, anyway, the Green alone was quite big 

enough to hold a Fair. Plot 279 was now a derelict piece of land, used for dumping 

rubbish, an eye-sore which served no useful parish purpose and would be better 

developed. Over 300 attended the meeting - could that be a record turn-out for a 

Wraysbury Parish meeting? - where sides were taken and strong feelings expressed. 

After two hours of heated discussion, a resolution was passed against building and to 
protect inhabitantsô rights under the Act and the Parish Council called upon to take 

action. This was carried - 301 for, 11 against and 18 abstentions. This commenced the 

rift in the village which formed between the builderôs sympathisers and the objectors, 

which over the next three years, became a local cause celebre. 

 

 



In the absence of Parish Council action, the objectors applied for and obtained a 

preliminary injunction in January 1960. The Parish Council was in a quandary - not 

wanting to take sides and not really knowing its legal obligations, Mr Smith sought 

legal advice from two different sources, which included a Counselôs Opinion. The 

advice was by no means clear cut, and in fact conflicted in parts, but Counsel stated 

that the Parish Council had no powers under this 1799 Act of Parliament to take 

action against the builder, that any action rested with the inhabitants and the Council 

was not the body competent to take such action. For this reason, and also being 

concerned at the prospect of involving the parish in costly litigation, the Parish 

Council refused to become involved. This upset everybody, especially the objectors, 

and thereafter, John Smith was much criticised, his impartial attitude being 

misconstrued as condoning development. This was unfair to a conscientious man who 

had given years of faithful service, using his architectural expertise for the benefit of 

the Parish Council, the Village Club, Village Hall and other village organisations, and 

many of the villagers, not always remembering to charge for his services. 
 

On the 17 June, the objectors formed the Wraysbury Association, whose aims were to 

preserve the villageôs rural character and its ancient rights, and therefore to oppose 

development on Plot 279, to raise funds to fight it, and to resurrect the annual fair. In 

spite of the temporary injunction, throughout 1960, in stops and starts, Mr Silver 

resumed activity on the site, and when the Association saw the Parish Council was 

taking no action, they decided to do so. To gauge support, they called a public 

meeting which was held in November 1960 in the old School Hall, chaired by the 

Associationôs Chairman Mr Hodgkins. 
 

Reported as a ñnight of dramaò, ña packed meeting with draughts of icy wind that 

whistled into the classroom disturbing the thick fog of smoke from pipes and 

cigarettesò, ña wrathful body turned on J R Smithò, who was shouted down with a cry 

of ñwhy hasnôt the Parish Council protected the Villageò. Mr Silver was also present 

and allowed to speak but was also shouted down. So the ñdetermined villagers voted 

to serve an injunction on the builderò and four committee members were instructed to 

apply to the High Court. These were Mr & Mrs Balgarnie Wyld (who happened to 

live along the Green on the approach to Plot 279!ô), Mrs Beale of Whitehall, and Mrs 

Mosley of Old Bowry House. After the meeting, Mrs Beale said they offered to buy 

the plot but it was refused when ñMr Silver said that he would build every day until 

he was stoppedò and she told him ñwe would try to stop him even if we had to go to 

the House of Lordsñ. A collection was held and raised £53.  

 

A Parish Council election was held 9 May 1961 at which all five candidates put up by 

the Wraysbury Association were returned, but surprisingly, the Councilôs stance did 

not change. 
 

So the Associationôs four representatives, as joint plaintiffs, then applied to the High 

Court for an injunction, which after a four day hearing was granted on 1
st
 November 

1961. In the days when local papers reported local news, this ongoing local saga was 



receiving extensive press coverage, including the national press, and the Slough 

Express of 3 November 1961 reported the High Court judgement on its front page 

under the banner headline ñBATTLE OF WRAYSBURY GREEN ENDS IN 

VICTORY FOR RESIDENTSñ and ñCouncil Chairman Quits Office In Disgustò. In 

its account of the case, the Express reported that His Lordship thought that Mr. Smith, 

who had been subpoenaed to appear, ñwas an inaccurate and imprecise witnessò and 

ñhe could place no reliance on his recollection of the minutesò. Mr Smith took very 

badly this ñdamage to his integrityò, from what he later described as this wretched 

affair, which had besmirched his character, and he resigned from the Council. 

Strangely, neither Mr Smithôs name nor his evidence appear in the detailed account of 

the case in the official Law Reports publication of 1962.   

 

The Parish Council refused to accept his resignation, and the Clerk wrote to the 

Slough Express telling them many parishioners were ñprofoundly shocked at the 

comments madeò and ñit is a bitter justice which compels a man of such calibre to 

leave public life on so undeserved and so unhappy a noteò. The Cricket Club wrote ñit 

was ironic that a man of such honesty, principle and impartial common sense as Mr 

Smith should find it necessary to resign mainly because of those virtuesò. 

 

In spite of losing the High Court case, many still rallied to Mr Silverôs support, and 

the Wraysbury Award Petition Committee was formed which collected over a 

thousand signatures and a house to house canvas was organised. This caused a 

rumpus with cries of ñfoulò and ñdirty businessò, with accusations that canvassers 

were claiming support from some who were opposed, even prompting the local 

Doctor Roper to write to the paper to deny he was a supporter. But Mr Silver thought 

nearly everyone was on his side (including local celebrity Beryl Reid), so he decided 

in January 1962 to take the case to the Court of Appeal. This was finally dismissed in 

July 1962. In giving judgement, one of the judges commented that the Act of 

Parliament had to be upheld but the builder had his ñunqualified sympathyò and The 

Senior Judge, Lord Denning, the Master of the Rolls said ñThe Wraysbury Award can 

now be regarded as the bible by the people of Wraysburyò. 

   

Mr Silver said his legal costs were between £1,500 and £3,000 and had nearly 

bankrupted him and he had to sell his bungalow and live in a caravan in Staines - and 

the nervous strain had also taken its toll on his health. But the stress of these three 

years had affected both sides. At the end, Mrs Beale wrote an account in which she 

expressed great sympathy for the builder because he had bought the land not knowing 

of the restriction but she stressed the importance of protecting an ancient parish right. 

She estimated their litigation costs at around Ã1,000 and said ñThis has been a costly 

struggle, not only in money but in time and effort and anxietyò and ñthat many people 

have got heartily sick of the whole subject and is true of the four members who took 

actionò. John Smith also had an unhappy time, for being neutral, but he went on to 

serve the Parish well as Parish Council Chairman for several more years. 

 

 



A sad outcome for Mr Silver, but eventually a huge benefit for the village. The Parish 

Council bought Plot 279 in January 1969 for £750 and it became the car park for the 

Village Hall, without which the new Village Hall could not have been built. The 

Parish Council, under its Chairman Sir Christopher (Kit) Aston, started planning for 

the new building in the late 60ôs, following the Scoutsô campaign for a piece of land 

to build its own Scout Hut, and the new Village Hall was opened on 19th May 1973. 

Nobody has invoked the Act to object to the new Hall - or to its car park - or to the 

new Scout Hut - or to the Tennis Club - or to the Cricket Pavilion - or to the Bowling 

Green - yet!   
 

Token attempts to hold a fair had been made in 1960 and 1961 (without asking Parish 

Council permission, to their annoyance!) but the traditional Annual Fair was re-

started in earnest by the Wraysbury Association on Friday 15 June 1962 - it soon 

changed to Saturdays! - and as far as the writer can remember Plot 279 was never 

used! Its first programme included judo, wrestling, fencing, ñA DUEL TO THE 

DEATHò with local professional Bob Anderson, Hula dancers from Datchet, games 

by the Wraysbury Scouts, a gym display, comic interludes by the Handlebar Club, 

and train, donkey, horse and pony rides, with a marquee and licensed bar, and 2000 

turned out. It was initially boycotted by Mr. Silverôs supporters (one or two of whom 

I believe still do) but it became a successful and popular annual event in the parish 

calendar, now about to reach its 50
th
 Anniversary, for which a huge vote of thanks is 

also due to all those volunteers - past, present and future! - who keep it going.  

 

The Wraysbury Association also started the ñWraysbury Newsò in 1972, so it is 

celebrating its 40
th
 Anniversary with this Issue No. 96 (the Parish Council Archives 

Room has a complete set). In 1972 it started the History Group, which is still going 

strong so it has outlived its parent, which has been defunct since its last Chairman 

walked out at an AGM some years ago. But perhaps it is only lying dormant because I 

believe it still exists, if in name only, under its Vice Chairman, Mike Smith. 

 

The events of 1959 to 1962 were before the writer became involved in village affairs, 

so played no part in them. This account is therefore an outside view based on source 

material held in the Parish Archive Room. This includes John Smithôs notes, Parish 

Council Minutes, early Fair programmes and many newspaper cuttings including 

pictures of the main contenders, and one of the packed Village Hall meeting of 26 

June 1959, where it all started.

¶ Reduce food waste through using up leftovers, cooking the perfect portions 

and making the most out of food. Wasting food costs the average family with children 

£680 a year and has serious environmental implications too. 

¶ Use jars to store food instead of recycling them. 

¶ Reuse margarine and ice cream tubs as food storage containers for freezers. 

¶ Avoid disposables and use reusable such as batteries whenever possible. 

¶ Say 'NO' to junk mail. To remove your name from the mailing list write to: 

Mailing Preference Service Freepost 22 London W1E 7EX or use the link at the 

bottom of this page to print out a postcard which has been pre-addressed. 

¶ Cancel delivery of unwanted 'free' newspapers. 

¶ Use reusable nappies rather than disposables. Disposable nappies make up 

4% of all household rubbish in the Borough. This amounts to some eight million 

nappies or 1,800 tonnes, which are disposed of each year, at a cost to council tax 

payers of more than £118,000.  

¶ Repair your broken electrical items rather than buying new equipment or 

recycling it at Stafferton Way, Civic Amenity Site. 

¶ With the digital switchover around the corner, look to buy a digibox for your 

television rather than buying a new one and having to dispose of it. 

¶ Take unwanted clothes, shoes, toys and household goods to charity shops or 

jumble sales. 

¶ Rather than taking all unwanted items to the tip after clearing out the loft or 

garage, why not sell them on local reuse network websites such as Freegle, FreeUseIt, 

The Furniture Reuse Network or even eBay. 

¶ Pass on unwanted household items such as rolls of wallpaper to playgroups 

and schools for use in craft activities. 

¶ Reuse old envelopes. 

¶ Milk bottles can be reused as many as 30 times before having to be recycled, 

so why not get your milk delivered. 

¶ If you are replacing old furniture which is still in relatively good condition 

someone else may still be able to use it. Both the Slough Furniture Project (01753 

692535) and Thames Valley Hospice Mart (01753866303) collect and repair items for 

resale to those that are less 'well off'. 

¶ Use the household recycling collection scheme and earn points when 

recycling all glass bottles and jars, paper, cardboard, tins, cans, aerosols and plastic 

bottles. 

¶ Take old clothes and textiles to a charity shop or to one of the banks at 

recycling sites. Maybe your local school can earn money from recycled textiles.

BARRINGTON -KENNETT B.H. 1884 -1915 A CATALYST FOR CHANGE 

Basil Herbert Barrington-Kennett lived in Wraysbury for only 2 years after his 

marriage to Rhoda Violet Cecil Hargreaves. During that short time his influence on 

his wife was such that after his death she supported the introduction of Scouting and 

Guiding in Wraysbury village. She also provided a trophy for the RAF apprentices to 

compete for each year. He is remembered on both village memorial plaques in the 

Village Hall Lobby and the front wall of the Baptist Church. 

Basil Herbert Barrington-Kennett was born in Steyning near Hove in 1884 to Lt Col 

Brackley Herbert Barrington Kennett, an officer in the British Army 1870-95, one of 

H.M. Gentlemen-at-arms and Sports balloonist, 1895 to 1912. Basil was one of three 

sons and the family home was at Barlavington near Petworth. He went to school at 

Eton and joined the Grenadier Guards based at Windsor in 1906. He took part in the 

Hurlington International Balloon Race in a Valkyrie balloon on the 22 May 1909. 

One of the competitors was Lord Baden Powell the founder of the Scouting 

Movement. Soon afterwards he took up flying, training at the Beaulieu Flying School, 

Hendon, and obtained a flying license No 43 in 1910 piloting a Bleriot Monoplane.  

In 1911 Basil was attached to Air Battalion Royal Engineers, a precursor to the Royal 

Flying Corps He undertook practical work with the flying machines including 

fetching a machine from France. July 1911 saw him take part in ñStandard Flying 

Raceò in a Bristol Bi plane only to make an emergency landing in Southall. He was 

featured with A Bristol Biplane (Boxkite) on the front cover of the ñFlightò magazine, 

September 1911 edition. Included were his aerial photographs of the British army on 

Salisbury Plain. In February 1912 he won the Mortimer-Singer prize by a flight of 

250miles with passenger in a Nieuport monoplane. It is said that Basil was driven to 

despair by the refusal of the British senior officers to regard aviation seriously so he 

hit on the scheme to fly round and round the house of General Sir Henry Smith 

Dorrien C in C Aldershot Command with a view to him changing his mind!. 

May 1912 the Royal Flying Corp was formed consisting of a Military wing, Naval 

wing and Central flying school. Command of the military wing, No 2 squadron, was 

Capt F H Sykes with 1
st
 Adjutant being Lt Basil H B-K of the Grenadier Guards. He 

was a great disciplinarian and vowed that the corp. should combine the smartness of 

the Guards and the efficiency of the Sappers. Combining his experience in the Guards 

and flying he produced reports on lessons learnt on manoeuvres with cavalry, winter 

difficulties and experiments with machine guns and cameras. He had the keenness 

and foresight in preparing the Corps for their ordeal in 1914 and knew only too well 

that although it did its work in the air it had to live on the ground and that its 

efficiency depended on a hundred important details.  

At the beginning of 1913 he married Rhoda Violet Cecil Hargreaves at St Andrewôs 

Church with local school children scattering violets in their path. There was a notable 

gathering of Military Aviators including Col Cody and brother officers of the RFC. 

In 1914 he was sent to France with the RFC at the beginning of the war. The war was 

taking a huge toil and under some pressure Basil now a Major rejoined his old 



regiment, the Grenadier Guards Battalion. Soon after, 18 May 1915, he was killed at 

Festabert and buried at Le Touret Military Cemetery, Riche bourg LôAvoue. His two 

younger brothers also fell, Second Lieutenant Aubrey Hampden B-K 2
nd

 Battalion 

Oxford and Bucks Light Infantry on September 1914 aged 24 and Major Victor 

Annesley B-K Squadron Leader to No 4 Artillery Observation Squadron, Royal 

Flying Corps on March 1916 aged 29. Their father died in 1919. 

Rhoda B-K never remarried and initially continued to live at Remenham. In 1919 she 

set up the Wraysbury Girl Guides and was their Captain until 1925. She facilitated the 

acquisition of a 1914 WW1 army hut in 1922 which became known as the Scout hut. 

It lasted a further 84 years as a village hall, school and provided a venue for various 

Community activities. It has only recently been replaced by a new building. As part of 

this process she negotiated a 7 year lease for land to erect the Hut. In 1929 this land 

and two remaining fields became the Village Green. In 1926 she moved to Fulmer 

Grange then to Romsey near Southampton where she died in 1977, aged 88. 

Early in the 1920ôs Rhoda B-K presented to the RAF apprentice School a Trophy of a 

WW1 SE 5a bi plane now kept in the Trenchard Museum, RAF Halton. This trophy is 

competed for each year, even now, and awarded to the best Halton Apprentice 

together with a commemorative medal. In May 1953 she presented the Empire Test 

Pilotôs School with a silver slipper ï a wedding present from Col S F Cody who built 

and flew the first RAF aeroplane: a silver model of a Nieuport monoplane given to 

her husband by his brother R.F.C. officers and Major Basil B-K log book. These 

reside at QinetiQ MoD Boscombe Down in the officerôs mess.  

Although his connection with Wraysbury village was short his impact on those 

around him was profound. He was an adventurer who played a significant role in 

promoting flying and the formation of the Royal Flying Corps, a pre curser to the 

RAF. His widow supported the RAF and its apprentices and the young people of our 

Village.

WRAYSBURY ACTION GRO UP UPDATE 
 

Wraysbury Action Group (WAG) was formed in February 2009 in response to two 

local fields being put up for sale in several hundred small plots. Our main purpose is 

to ensure that all potential buyers are in possession of the full facts regarding these 

fields before buying. These fields are Green Belt, Agricultural Land, Flood Plain (last 

flooded in 2003), have an Article 4 confirmed by the Secretary of State in March 

2010. 

 

We have also made a Village Green Application on Thamesfield. This has been 

supported by over 150 residents. The criteria for this application is that the field has 

been used for recreational activities for a continuous period of 20 years. This use must 

have been without permission or being stopped, and without having seen prohibitive 

signs. This application is being dealt with by the Legal Department of the Royal 

Borough of Windsor and Maidenhead (RBWM) Council who are known as the 

óRegistration Authorityô for Village Greens. 

 

We have received a HUGE amount of support financially and in other ways for this 

cause as we continue to make sure we follow the process to the best of our ability. We 

have raised just over Ã7000 so far, which has helped us fund invaluable Solicitorôs 

assistance in responding to the Objections by the deadline at the beginning of 

September. The Legal Department of the RBWM are preparing a report after 

reviewing our application, the objections and the response to those objections. This 

report will  then be submitted by the Legal Department to the appropriate people 

within the RBWM. We then await their decision on how the matter should be 

determined. At this point in time, whilst I have no official confirmation of this, it is 

thought highly unlikely that a Public Enquiry, should one be called, be before January 

2012. 

 

We are now active in the following: 

1) We are now looking for more supporters, people who have walked Thamesfield 

within the criteria shown above. If you havenôt already completed a Supporting 

Evidence Form, and you are able to confirm you have walked Thamesfield ï please

I mentioned the matter again at the 2010 Annual Parish meeting and the Chairman 

confirmed no reply had arrived. The Parish Council and our MP Adam Afriyie have 

contacted Veolia once again to be told the matter would be reviewed at a later date. 

So far nothing has been heard from our friends across the channel. 
 

In the meantime, thanks to my many friends at the Hythe End and Queensmead area 

of the village, I was voted on as a Parish Cllr and am able to keep this matter alive. At 

our October meeting I asked our Clerk (acting) to write to Veolia stating we wanted a 

site meeting, (not could we) and that our MP would try to be there with us. 
 

This matter has been going on for over 25 years. 3 MPs, Andrew McKay, Michael 

Trend and now Adam Afriyie have been involved. The water company has changed 

hands 4 times, and is now being pursued by our elected, I repeat elected Parish 

Council.  
 

As to local people ever being able to exercise their right to walk Queensmead Lake, 

don`t hold your breath. Well not too long as I may need your votes at the next 

election. My message to the Veolia Water Company is that your disrespect and 

contempt to our elected MPs and Parish Council indicates your shallow motives. May 

I quote dear Winston ñYou can fool some of the people, etc etc etcò
